Programme (PEP)

Visiting Senior Primary and Secondary Schools
This year we did many of our “firsts”! Notably, we
expanded the scope of our programme to include
older students in senior primary and secondary
schools, tailoring our visits to align with the
specific values and educational needs of each
school. We are grateful to Rhenish Church Pang
Hok Ko Memorial College for providing us with
the opportunity to engage with their secondary
school students on a variety of topics related to
pets and animals. We discussed in more depth
about dogs’ behaviour and needs, the benefits of
adoption, the meaning of lifetime commitment,
and the ills of puppy mills and smuggling.

Tailor-made Talks

On another occasion, we delivered a special
presentation about caring for cats during a visit to
C.C.C. Kei Tsun Primary School, leveraging their
school cat as an example to teach students about
the needs of cats and how to build a relationship
with these lovely animals.
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In the 2022-23 academic year, Paws Hero and our dedicated dog volunteers made significant strides in
our Public Education Programme (PEP). We are proud to report a remarkable 220% growth in our
outreach efforts, having visited a total of 12 schools, conducted 24 sessions, and engaged with over

1,380 students. This surge in activity can be attributed to the increased demand for innovative
educational initiatives as schools transitioned back to normalcy post-COVID-19.

Visiting Ethnic Minority Centre

Furthermore, we made our first visit to an ethnic
minority centre for South-east Asian children,
providing them with the opportunity to directly
interact with dogs. To some of these children, this
was also their “First” encounter with furry friends!

Large-scale School Visit

We also culminated the programme with a large-
scale meeting at Holy Angels Canossian School,
where all seven of our dog volunteers
participated. We would like to say a big thankyou
to all the volunteers, teachers, and donors who
have been instrumental in our journey.

Moving forward, we remain committed to
spreading the idea of lifelong commitment to
pets, and promoting animal adoption over
purchasing to our next generation.

The Paws Hero Education Hub serves as a collaborative space for
animal organisations and workers in Hong Kong to share ideas,
educate the public about animal care, and foster synergy to advance
animal welfare.

During the reporting period, the HUB hosted 21 in-house activities
and accommodated 76 third-party events, with an attendance of over
2,000, compared to 1,500 the previous year. The events included
engaging and innovative programmes such as T-touch workshops, dog
massage workshops, pet well-being classes such as dog yoga and
singing bowl workshops, adoption events, and pet care workshops, all
of which were widely popular.




This adoption day was no ordinary pet adoption event! In
collaboration with “Turtles Home Hong Kong” and “Hamu
Mirukuti”, "HK Bunny Rescue” hosted a special adoption day
for rabbits, turtles, and hamsters at our HUB on 18 Sep
2022. Many pets, including rabbits, turtles, and hamsters,
were unfortunately abandoned for various reasons and
need new homes. We were thrilled to partner with these
animal welfare organizations to educate the public about
the advantages of adoption, important considerations for
new pet owners, and the lifelong commitment involved in
pet adoption. The event received an overwhelmingly
positive response, and numerous animals found new loving
families to call their own.
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Thanks to our dedicated volunteer instructor Miss Pauline
Lai, in addition to her regular workshops at our HUB, two
charity events were held on Boxing Day and during Chinese
New Year. Just like humans, dogs need regular
maintenance and relaxation to help soothe tight muscles
and joints to keep them bouncy and happy. All proceeds
from the two workshops were donated to the House of Joy
& Mercy in support of their animal clinic.
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Pets often conceal their pain, and it is easy for us to overlook
their discomfort. Dogs, in particular, are adept at hiding their
pain, leading humans to misinterpret their unusual
behaviours. Our popular Ttouch instructor, Eric Lee, hosted a
workshop on 24 June 2023, providing insights on identifying
unusual postures or behaviours in dogs that may indicate pain.
He also offered guidance on alleviating their discomfort and
collaborating with veterinarians for diagnosis and treatment.

One Step One Paw

This year marked the 5th anniversary of our
signature event One Step One Paw, and we are
thrilled with the wonderful outcome. We raised
a net total of HK$100,000. Of this, HK$70,000
was donated to the Home for Homeless Dogs to
aid their important work in transforming the
lives of rescued dogs in Hong Kong. The
remaining HK$30,000 was allocated to support
the ongoing operation of our Education Hub.

In addition to our main event, where
participants enthusiastically gathered
sponsorships for walking their pets, this year
we were fortunate to raise additional funding
through the matching programme where our
sponsors generously matched all funds raised
through the event. A big thank you to the
Federation of Hong Kong Jiangsu Youth,
Fortune Mall, and My Little Korner, PetSpot,
and United Italian for their superb kindness!

Every donor contributing HK$300 or more
received a large "Sniffing Mat" as a token of our
gratitude for their generosity. "Sniffing Mats" is
an excellent tool to engage dogs in beneficial
sniffing exercises. They promote mental
stimulation by satisfying their instincts, building
confidence, alleviating stress and boredom in
animals, as well as enhancing bonding and
communication between owners and pets. The
advantages are truly boundless!

Meet Pauline, our passionate massage
workshop instructor. Since June 2019, she has
been leading engaging workshops at our HUB.
Let's delve into her insights about our work.

PH: Hi Pauline, thanks for being an essential
part of our hugely popular dog massage
workshop. Can you share what this workshop
entails and its benefits for both pets and their
owners?

Pauline: Absolutely! | love conducting this
workshop, and it's truly making a difference in
the lives of many families and their furry
friends. The workshop mainly focuses on
teaching simple home care massage for dogs,
along with essential precautions to relieve
muscle tension in animals, ultimately improving
their quality of life.

PH: Is dog massage popular in Hong Kong and
why?

Pauline: It's definitely gaining popularity. Pet
owners are increasingly aware of the
importance of keeping their pets healthy and
active, paying more attention to their animals'
muscle condition and joint health.

PH: What do you think is the most common
problem faced by pets and their owners in
Hong Kong? Is there a way to improve the
problem through massage?

Pauline: I've noticed many cases of injury or
discomfort due to excessive walking and
exercise. Massage has proven to be an effective
way to alleviate pain, improve joint movement
and relieve muscle tension. It can also help
avoid injuries which may lead to chronic
problems.

PH: Any particularly interesting or memorable
experiences during the workshops?

Pauline: Once, during a workshop, there were
three young, playful golden retrievers who were
quite lively. However, an older golden retriever

suddenly barked loudly at them, and the
younger ones quieted down immediately,
almost like the older one was the class

supervisor. It was such a funny and
heartwarming moment that reminded us that
dogs have their own rules and dynamics.

PH: What role do you believe Paws Hero plays
in promoting animal welfare?

Pauline: Paws Hero is the driving force for
many animal welfare activities in Hong Kong,
providing crucial public education to help pet
owners properly engage with and care for their
animals. | think they can further enhance their
message through increased promotions and
events.

PH: Any unforgettable or pleasant moments
during our collaboration?

Pauline: Working together for over five years
has been incredible. | saw the remarkable focus
shown not only by the pet owners but also by
the participating dogs as they attentively
listened to my explanations. It was really

interesting, almost as if the animals themselves
believed that what their owners were learning
would directly benefit them as well.
